APPEARANCE
The design is visually appealing. 
The text and the figures stand out against the background. 
The colors for the prenatal CORT exposure and control groups are used consistently in all the figures.
The text could be a little larger.
SECTIONS
Each section has a descriptive heading. 
The sections are clearly marked.  
Grouping each figure with its respective Results and Discussion sections is a clear and efficient way to present and explain the data. 
BALANCE
There is a nice balance between text and figures. However, the extended blocks of text make it hard for readers to grasp the important concepts quickly. 
The figures are large and legible.
PROOFREADING
The text seems to be free of typos and grammatical errors.


	Content


TITLE
The title accurately describes the research, but does not reveal the take-away message. However, it may not be possible to structure the title as a take-away message due to the complexity of the study.
AUTHORS
The authors’ names, affiliations, and contact information are provided.
INTRODUCTION
The Abstract provides a good overview of the study, but takes time to read. Because much of this information is presented in other sections of the poster, consider omitting the Abstract unless it is required by the poster session organizer.
Sufficient background information is provided to understand the system.
Abbreviations are defined.
The objective is clearly stated.
METHODS
The methods are described concisely. The phases of acute stress response shown graphically clarify the textual description.
RESULTS
[bookmark: _GoBack]The graphs are easy to understand. Having the take-away message above each graph reinforces the numerical results.
CONCLUSIONS
The most important conclusions are summarized in the Discussion section for each figure.
The data support the conclusions.
Explanations are proposed for the results. 
There is a clear connection between the conclusions and the original objective.
