[bookmark: _GoBack]One example of time quickly catching up with technology is in Hands-on Application 10.3.  This highly useful ICE tool was created using a version of Java that is quickly not being supported by many Web browsers.  There are a couple of ways around this.  For instance, to get this Website (and others using the same type of Java apps) to open properly in Google Chrome at the time of writing, do the following (instructions here are taken from the Google Chrome website):
1.	Open Chrome.
2.	In the address bar at the top of the screen, type:   chrome://flags/#enable-npapi
3.	In the window that opens, click the link that says Enable under the Enable NPAPI flag.
4.	In the bottom left corner of the page, click the Relaunch Now button.
If this workaround doesn’t work for you, you can use the Java Control Panel on your Windows or Mac machine to set up the Website as an “exception” to properly run.  Instructions for doing this are located here:  https://www.java.com/en/download/help/jcp_security.xml
